Beware of pub date!By Douglas GordyAlthough is listing the pub 
date as 2008, the 'new revised edition' actually came out in 1999 - and this edition ONLY covers movie titles up to 
1995!! Although the book is quite thick (AND heavy) the type is rather small, and given that India produces over 900 
films a year, this necessarily covers merely a fraction of the total output (synopses are of about 25 - 50 films each 
year), so there are some glaring omissions. That said, it is a fairly good and accurate resource for Indian films from 
1910-'95, as well as biographical material on some of the heavyweights involved (the first 240 pages of the book). It is
