A few seconds spent glancing at the form of resume this author suggests will offer nothing to prompt the 
employer to continue.Beyond being poor, the advice is offered at an elemental and elementary level - the equivalent of 
a cook book saying "get a 1/2 cup measuring cup out of your drawer, get a bowl out of your cupboard, open a bag of 
flour, dip the measuring cup into the bag of flour, scoop it," etc.The critique above applies equally to the material on 
interviewing and follow-up. I'm left with the feeling that the author found a book on job hunting written in 1970, 
summarized its suggestions, and out popped this book.Finally, the author's writing is stylistically poor and rife with 
punctuation errors. These were first evident in the Introduction and remained true to the end. Professional proofreading 
and editing would have helped.I truly do not like leaving such a negative review. But I feel compelled to do so in this 
case because I don't want others to waste their money and don't want job seekers to miss potential jobs by following its 
poor advice.1 of 2 people found the following review helpful.
