The cover and pages have been scanned at high resolution and individually color-corrected to remove
imperfections. This Guide was scanned directly from the 1910 original, not from alater scanning. This Guide contains
ahistory of Des Moines from the time it was a Fort at the confluence of the Des Moines and Raccoon Rivers until
1910.
